· Timber at the Quemahoning Dam property along Plank Road – Awarded to Szala Enterprises December, 2016.   
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(b) Foustwell Tunnel (Quemahoning Pipeline):

· CSA has been awarded grants from EDA, ARC and funding from both Cambria and Somerset Counties totaling $1,417,000+/-.  However current estimate is approximately $1,950,000+/-, a deficit of $533,000+/-.  EDA will not provide additional funds.  The increase in cost is mainly the cost of the pipe which has increased from $460,000 to $954,000!
We are currently pursuing additional funding from ARC.  Additional information has been submitted for their review.

· QFRA Expansion Project:
The project includes: parking lot expansion, 3-new RV sites, 2-new rustic cabins, playground equipment in the beach area and in the campground area (swings, monkey bars and spring riders), shower/restroom building, expansion of beach area and widening entrance to the QFRA.  All spearheaded by SB2W personnel.
